The OEl project is impacting future plans for the @ONE classes. The fall 2015 plans for a
second round of the DE Faculty Readiness hybrid are on hold as the @ONE group is not
scheduling any classes beyond spring. A spring online component has been arranged.
Academic Affairs is financing a private SMC @ONE OTL class. Eligible applicants will
need to have an understanding on the eCollege tool suite. Application period closes on
3/25. Info has been sent to chairs and DE faculty messaged (invited) directly.

The eCollege dashboard release will be coming soon. Plan is fo host a sandbox this term
with full release as of winter 2016.
