I. Call to Order 
 
 L. Manson called the meeting to order at 12:46 p.m. 

 
II. Public Comments 

 
C. Grant expressed that the current resolution causes confusion and should explicitly state that it 
is does not apply to DE emergency online courses. He shared suggested language with 
committee members that would provide clarity and avoid marginalizing faculty who may use 
cameras in their courses. Additional members from the Life Sciences department agreed with C. 
Grant’s comments regarding the resolution. A. Tower suggested the creation of a separate 
document that addresses DE emergency only courses to define synchronous and asynchronous 
courses at SMC. There were also concerns from the Life Sciences department that students may 
misinterpret the resolution and seek to challenge faculty that deemed it necessary to use 
cameras in their courses due to the nature of the content.  
 
Various committee members asked clarifying questions to understand the department’s position 
regarding the resolution.

a. Synchronous Teaching: Camera Use Resolution DRAFT Discussion 

with Equity and PD Committee Members 

1. L. Manson reported the resolution was passed by the Academic Senate Executive 
Committee and will be forwarded to the Academic Senate. D. Del George expressed the 
intent of the resolution was to address equity concerns regarding camera use and the 
committee understood there are certain disciplines, such as Life Sciences, that would 
require camera use. J. Adams also explained that the position of the committee is that 
camera use is the exception, but not the rule. F. Bolandhemat and O. Valdivia shared with
