a.  Committee Updates 

i. J. Adams- OTL committee is focused on creating a clear pathway for online teaching as well 
as a winter institute and universal design. 

ii. B. Antrim – OER committee is still working on OER presentation. There are also issues with 
tracking who is using OER/ZTC and if the methods are effective. 

iii. L. Hald – Professional Development Day is March 12th  
iv. S. Anderson – EDC will be hosting workshops at FLEX day. Also working with Ethics to 

update model statement. 
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v. E. Cue – NF committee has been invited to present at this year’s NCORE.  Also working with 
Adjunct to increase participation among PT faculty. Classroom observations in April an the 
Service Fair will be on May 17th.  

vi. V. Arrizon – PPC is currently looking into administrative retreat rights for faculty as well as 
an Equivalency Statement Review for adjuncts. Committee is also focused on creating 
information o how to boost enrollment and writing a resolution to get adjuncts a stipend to 
serve. 

vii. K. Lui-Martinez – IEC is looking into the analysis of the different metrics within the college 
along with assisting EPI of student equity plan and coming up with recommendations.  

viii. R. Shaw – Curriculum is preparing for Title V change with CalGETC. Other GEs will be 
grandfathered in and American institution can be double-dipped for CalGETC. LDTE is still at 
UC requirement.  

ix. B. Rajski – PERC will be working with EDC to rework the model syllabus. 
x. S. Amerian – PRC is still in the revamp phase. First group will submit on April 1st. Two-year 

progress update is due May 31st and goes straight to VP. Annual Resource Request will be 
due at the end of January.  The committee’s Scope & Function is also in need of revision and 
another faculty member available for on-ground meetings is needed to have quorum. 

xi. B. Magallon – SAC is looking into the disciplinary/judicial affairs process as well as probation 
and dismissal language. Current challenges are the implementation of the policies passed in 
SAC.
