ADDRESSING THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES DURING A ZooM CONFERENCE 
 
Members of the public may address the Board of Trustees by oral presentation concerning an item on the 
Special Meeting agenda provided the requirements and procedures herein set forth are observed. 
 
During the COVID-19 (Coronavirus) Global Pandemic, the Board of Trustees will be conducting virtual 
meetings using Zoom Webinar. 
 
Virtual meetings have been authorized by Executive Order N-25-20 issued by Governor Gavin Newsom 
and dated March 12, 2020, to reduce and minimize the risk of infection by “limiting attendance at public 
assemblies, conferences, or other mass events.”   Zoom meetings will ensure public participation while at 
the same time complying with Governor’s Stay at Home executive order and Los Angeles County’s Safer 
at Home order. 
 
Public participation can occur in one of two ways.   Members of the public can submit written comments 
to be read during the public meeting or they may speak during the Zoom meeting.   All public comments 
will be subject to the general rules set forth below.
