A speaker’s time may not be
transferred to another speaker.

Exceptions: This policy does not apply to individuals who address the Board at the invitation or request of the
Board or the Superintendent.

No uncivil or disorderly conduct shall be permitted at any Board of Trustees meeting. Persistence in
displaying such conduct shall be grounds for summary termination and/or removal of the person from
the meeting by the Chair.
