PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Addressing the Board of Trustees

Members of the public may address the Board of Trustees by oral
presentation concerning an item on the special meeting agenda provided the
requirements and procedures herein set forth are observed:

1. Individuals wishing to speak to the Board at a special meeting of the
Board of Trustees regarding item(s) on the agenda must complete an
information card with name, address, name of organization (1f
applicable) and the topic or item on which comment is to be made.

2. The card to speak concerning an item on the special meeting agenda must
be submitted to the recording secretary at the meeting before the Board
reaches that specific item on the agenda.

3. Five minutes is allotted to each speaker per topic. If there are more
than four speakers on any topic or item, the Board reserves the option
of limiting the time for each speaker. A speaker’s time may not be

transferred to another speaker.

Exceptions: This policy does not apply to individuals who address the
Board at the invitation or request of the Board or the Superintendent.

4. No uncivil or disorderly conduct shall be permitted at any Board of
Trustees meeting. Persistence in displaying such conduct shall be
grounds for summary termination and/or removal of the person from the
meeting by the Chair.
