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Chapter 2 — Board of Trustees

BP 2105 ELECTION OF STUDENT TRUSTEE

The student member of the Board of Trustees shall be chosen by the students enrolled in the
District as follows:

Election

The Student Trustee shall be elected by all the students of the student body in a general
election held for that purpose. Normally, an election will be held in the spring semester so that
the office is filled by June 1. The Student Trustee may be recalled by all the students of the
student body in an election held for that purpose in accordance with administrative procedures
established by the Superintendent/President.

Vacancy

If the seat of a student member becomes vacant during his/her term, the Board may authorize
the officers of the Associated Students established pursuant to Education Code Section 76060
to appoint a student to serve the remainder of the term in accordance with procedures
established by the Board.

BP 2015 Student Trustee describes the qualifications, rights and responsibilities, and the Board
authorized privileges for the Student Trustee.

Recall

If the Student Trustee becomes ineligible, is recalled, cannot serve, or the position becomes
vacant, the Board of Trustees may request that the Associated Students Board of Directors
conduct an election or open an application process for an appointment to fill the vacancy.
