SMC is conducting a feasibility study in order to
go this route.
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Financing the Plan

SMC is proposing a bond measure in the amount
of $375 million.

SMC conducted a scientific poll of likely voters,

with 61% saying they would definitely or likely
vote yes.

SMC is recommending that the Board of Trustees
act to place the bond measure on the
November 8, 2022 ballot.
